NOTIFICATION

MaHARASHTRA UNAIDED PRIVATE ProFESSIONAL EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS (REGULATION OF ADMISsION AND Fees) AcT, 2015.

No. TEM. 2018/C.R.27/TE-4.— Whereas, the Government of Maharashtra has, in exercise of the
powers conferred by sub-sections (1) and (2) of section 3 read with clause (r) of section 2 of the Maharashtra
Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions (Regulation of Admissions and Fees) Act, 2015 (Mah.
Act. No. XXVIII of 2015) (hereinafter referred to as “the said Act”), vide Government Notification, Higher
and Technical Education Department, No. TEM-2018 / C.R.27 / TE-4 dated the 19th May 2018, notified the
Professional Education Courses mentioned in column (2) of Schedule appended to the said notification, to
be the Professional Education and specified the eligibility conditions and requirements for admission to the
said professional courses ;

Whereas, the All India Council for Technical Education has given approval to start the Course of the
Pharm-D. (Post Baccalaureate) from the Academic year 2018-19 in the State of Maharashtra ;

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra considers it expedient to declare the said Pharm-D.
(Post Baccalaureate) Course as the Professional Education for the purposes of the said Act ;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-sections (1) and (2) of section 3 read with
clause (r) of section 2 of the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions (Regulation
of Admissions and Fees) Act, 2015 (Mah. Act No. XXVIII of 2015), the Government of Maharashtra hereby
declares and notifies that the Pharm-D. (Post Baccalaureate) Course shall be a Professional Education
for the purposes of the said Act ; and for the purpose, amends the Government Notification, Higher and
Technical Education Department, No. TEM. 2018 / C.R.27 / TE-4, dated the 19th May 2018, as follows,
namely :—

(i) In schedule ‘B’ appended to the said notification, entry at Sr. No. 3 relating to Professional
Educational Course Pharm-D., shall be deleted ;

(i) In schedule ‘C’ appended to the said notification, after the entry at Sr. No. 8, the following
entry relating to the Professional Courses and their eligibility conditions and requirements for
admissions shall be added, namely :—

(i) The candidate should be an Indian National ;

(i) Passed HSC or its equivalent examination with subjects Physics
and Chemistry as compulsory subjects alongwith one of the
Mathematics or Biology and obtained at least 50 % marks (at least 45 %
marks in case of candidates of Backward class categories and
Persons with Disability belonging only to Maharashtra State) in the
above subjects taken together ;

(i) Passed Diploma Course in Pharmacy from institutes affiliated to
State Board and having approval of competent central authority and

State Government and obtained at least 50 % marks (at least 45 %
marks in case of candidates of Backward class categories and Persons
with Disability belonging only to Maharashtra State) ;

(iiiy The candidate should have appeared in all the subjects and
obtained non zero score in the CET conducted by the Competent Authority.

() The candidate should be an Indian National ;

(i) Passed HSC or its equivalent examination with subjects Physics
and Chemistry as compulsory subjects alongwith one of the Mathematics
or Biology and obtained at least 50 % marks (at least 45 % marks in
case of candidates of Backward class categories and Persons with
Disability belonging only to Maharashtra State) in the above subjects
taken together ;

Or

(i) Passed Diploma Course in Pharmacy from institutes affiliated to
State Board and having approval of competent central authority and
State Government and obtained at least 50 % marks (at least 45 %
marks in case of candidates of Backward class categories and Persons
with Disability belonging only to Maharashtra State) ;

(i) The candidate should have obtained non zero positive score in
the NEET or the candidate should have appeared in all the subjects in
CET and should obtain non zero score in CET; However, preference
shall be given to the candidate obtaining non zero positive score in
NEET over the candidates who obtained non zero score in CET.

(3) NRI/OCI/PIO, Children of Indian workers in the Gulf countries,
Foreign National,—

(i) The candidate should have passed the HSC or its equivalent
examination with Physics and Chemistry as compulsory subjects along
with one of the Mathematics or Biology, and obtained at least 50 %
marks in the above subjects taken together ;

Or

(i) Passed Diploma Course in Pharmacy from institutes affiliated to
State Board and having approval of competent central authority and
State Government and obtained at least 50 % marks ;

(i) Any other criterion declared from time to time by the appropriate
authority as defined under the Act.

10 Pharm-D. (Post (1) For Maharashtra Candidature Candidates and All India Candidature
Baccalaureate) Candidates,—

() The candidate should be an Indian National ;

(i) Passed Bachelor’'s Degree in Pharmacy from any All India Council
for Technical Education or Pharmacy Council of India or Central or
State Government approved institution, with at least 55% marks (at
least 50% marks in case of Backward Class category and Persons
with Disability Candidates belonging to Maharashtra State only) ;

(iii) Obtained Non Zero Positive Score in Graduates Pharmacy Aptitude
Test (GPAT) conducted by All India Council for Technical Education;
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(iv) For sponsored candidates, minimum of two years of full time work
experience in a registered firm/ company/ industry/ educational and/
or research institute/ any Government Department or Government
Autonomous Organization in the relevant field in which admission is
being sought.
(2) NRI/OCI/PIO, Children of Indian workers in the Gulf countries,
Foreign National,—
(i) Passed Bachelor’'s Degree in Pharmacy from any All India Council
for Technical Education or Pharmacy Council of India or Central or
State Government approved institution, with at least 55% marks;

(i) Any other criterion declared from time to time by the appropriate
authority as defined under the Act.
